SECTION 1: PUBLIC NUISANCES PROHIBITED

maintain, or permit to exist any public nuisance within the
Town of Belle Plaine, Shawano County, Wisconsin.

SECTION 2: DEFINITIONS
2BECTION 2: DEFIN:

(A.) PUBLIC NUISANCE. A public nuisance is an
Object, act occupation, condition or use of propertyv which shall
continue for such length of time as to: (1) substantially annoy
Iinjure or endanger the comfort, health, repose or safety of the
public: (2) 1in any way render the public insecure in life or in
the use of property: (3) greatly offend the public morals or
decency: (4) unlawfully and substantially interfere with, or

obstruct, or tend to Obstruct or render dangerous for passage

any street, alley, highway, navigable body of water or other public
Way or the use of public property.

(B.) PUBLIC NUISANCE AFFECTING HEALTH. The follow-
lng acts, omissions, places, conditions and Objects are hereby

specifically declared to Dbe public nuisances, but such enumeration
shall not be construed to exclude other health nuisances or haz-

ards coming within the definition of subsection (A.) of this section.

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ORDINANCE NO. Z

The town board of the Town of Belle Plaine, Shawéno County, Wisconsin,
does ordain as follows: |

l. The purpose of this ordinance is to repeal the current dog control
ordinance passed and approved April 27, 1960, and to éass the following

ordinance regulation in its place:

2. PURPOSE. The goal of this ordinance is to p#omote dog control, and
compliance with the Wisconsin Statutes, whether present Chapter 174, or
successor statutes. |

3. DEFINITIONS.

A. "Owner" means any person owning, harboring, ér keeping a dog and
the occupant of any premises on which a dog remains, or to which the dog
customarily returns daily. !

B. "At large" shall mean being off the dog owner's premises and not
under the control of some person, either by leash or dther physical means of
restraint, but a dog within a motor vehicle of its owner or of a person with
the owner's consent shall be deemed to be within the owner's premises.

C. "Officer" shall include Shawano County Sheriff's Department

deputies, as well as any officer appointed or authorized by the Belle Plaine
Town Board to enforce this ordinance.

4. LICENSING. It shall be unlawful for any per$on in the Town of
Belle Plaine to own, harbor, or keep any dog more than six months of age
without complying with Chapter 174, Wisconsin Statutes,

5. RESTRICTIONS. It shall be unlawful for any ﬁerson within the Town
of Belle Plaine to own, harbor, or keep any dog which:
A. Is at large within the town; f

B. Habitually pursues any vehicle upon any public street or highway;
C. Assaults or attacks any person, off the owner's premises;

D. Habitually barks or howls to unreasonable anmoyance of any

E. Kills, wounds, or worries any domestic animal owned or controlled
by any party other than the dog's owner; f
F. Is over six months of age, without being issues a valid license

under the provisions of this ordiance and/or Chapter 174, Wisconsin
Statutes. '

G. Is known or believed by the owner to be infected with rabies or have
been bitten by an animal known or believed to have been infected with rabies,

and said owner fails to quarantine the dog as required by the Wisconsin
Statutes, presently 95.21.

6. RABIES CONTROL. The Wisconsin Statutes, present 95.21, or its
successor, is hereby incorporated by reference and made a part of this
ordinance. This ordiance shall be read in conjunction with such statute,
but may be more restrictive than state standards. 5

7. PENALTY. Any person who violates this ordinance shall, upon

conviction thereof, forfeit not less than $25.00 nor @ﬂre than $100.00 for
the first violation, and not less than $50.00 nor more than $200.00 for a -

subsequent conviction.
